Matters arising
There were no matters arising.

Market Accounts - To receive the Income and Expenditure breakdown for Holsworthy Market
for the month of August, 2009 and the year on year comparison table.

The income and expenditure breakdown, together with the year on year comparison tables, were
circulated with the agenda, they form part of these minutes, and are attached as Appendix One.
Clirs. noted that it was proving to be a difficult year in the current economic climate.

New/Amended Application — to assess new and amended Market Trader applications.
The Clerk reported that 2 new applications had been received, these are as follows:

a. Mrs Howrihane, Soldon Cross Farm selling pork, bacon, sausage all packaged at the
abattoir. Requires a vehicle to be parked close to the market stall in order to store chilled
products. Clir. Buckingham proposed the application be approved, this was seconded by
Clir. Smith and agreed. (Vote 5 For, 0 Against, 0 Abstentions).

b. Miss Holland, Tea Cosy, catering vehicle providing a variety of hot and cold food and
beverages. Requires enough room in front of the van for three tables and chairs and a
recycling bin. Clir. Priddy proposed that the application be approved, with the same
charges being applied as the existing/previous catering van. This was seconded by Clir.
Squire and agreed unanimously. (Vote 5 For, 0 Against, 0 Abstentions).

The Clerk read a letter from Simply Sweets requesting permission to leave the Market early in order
to collect his son from school, some 10 miles away at 3.30pm. Clerk confirmed that having spoken
to Mr Wiffen he has been delayed in the past, by a vehicle delivering fish which blocks the exit of
The Square. Clir. Harris proposed this issue be left to the Market Manager, who has the full
backing and support of the Market Committee and the discretion to deal with such matters. This
was seconded by ClIr. Squire and agreed. (Vote 5 For, 0 Against, 0 Abstentions).

The Clerk read a letter from Mrs Jones at Staddon Farm Nurseries, requesting understanding and
retention of her pitch whilst she undergoes surgery and the resulting recuperation period. Clir.
Harris proposed that this matter could again be dealt with at the Market Manager’s discretion and
that the Clerk be instructed to reply to Mrs Jones thanking her for informing the Council, confirming
her pitch will be held and wishing her luck with the operation and a speedy recovery.

Liaison Representatives and after discussion Clir. Smith proposed the following:
